Flash Card Instructions


    INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE

   Flash cards have a number of advantages over a show of hands: they save time (all answers
   are polled at the same time), they are more accurate (no student feels "put on the spot"), 
   and only the instructor sees all the answers.

   A. Print out this file and distribute copies to the students.

   B. Tell the students to:

        1. cut out the eight cards,
        2. staple them together at the top to form a booklet, and to
        3. bring their flash card booklet to each class.

   C. When polling the students, make sure they  all raise their opened booklets at the same 
         time.

   D. These cards cannot be used with ConcepTests that have more than one correct answer
         (those with alphabetical choices). For such questions you must write numerical choices 
        on the board.
